CITY COUNCIL MEETING	
August 23, 2021

The Greenville City Council convened in the Council Chamber of City Hall on Monday, August 23, 2021, at 5:30 p.m. for a regular Council meeting. Mayor Dexter McLendon called the meeting to order. In the absence of City Clerk – Treasurer Dee Blackmon, Nicki Hunt called the roll and recorded the following members present: Mayor McLendon, Councilmembers Bryan Reynolds, Ed Sims, Joseph West, Jae’Ques Brown, and Boris Thigpen. Mayor McLendon led those attending in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag. Councilmember Brown delivered the invocation.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Mayor McLendon advised each councilmember had received for review a copy of the proposed minutes for the Regular Council Meeting held on August 9, 2021.  He asked if there were any additions, deletions or amendments to the minutes as presented.

Councilmember Sims moved to dispense with the reading of the minutes and approve the minutes for August 9, 2021, as drafted.  Councilmember Brown seconded the motion.  Mayor McLendon announced the motion carried with a unanimous vote of the Council.

NEW BUSINESS:

RESOLUTION 2021-36. A RESOLUTION TO APPROVE AN ANNUAL TRANSPORTATION PLAN AS REQUIRED TO RECEIVE REBUILD ALABAMA GAS TAX FUNDS.

Mayor McLendon explained that Resolution 2021-36 would approve an Annual Transportation Plan, which is required each year in order to receive funds.  He stated the City will receive approximately $68,832.00 in Rebuild Alabama Funds in Fiscal Year 2022.  Due to the high cost of paving, the city intends to save this year’s tax funds and combine with future gas tax funds in order to fund a larger project. 
	
Councilmember West moved to adopt Resolution 2021-36, approving the Annual Transportation Plan required to receive Rebuild Alabama Gas Tax Funds.  Councilmember Brown seconded the motion.  Mayor McLendon announced the motion carried with a unanimous vote of the council.
